Notices from Fr Adam 
 
Team Service Eucharist This year Palm Sunday falls on a fifth Sunday which would normally 
be a Team Service. So that both churches can mark Palm Sunday in their usual way the Team 
Eucharist has been moved to Sunday 22 March at 10am at St Mary’s. There will be no 
morning service at Church of the Ascension that day. All are welcome to come and worship 
together.  
 
The Triduum – Maundy Thursday, Good Friday and The Easter Vigil These three days 
are the biggest, most dramatic in the whole of the Christian calendar.   
You cannot move from Palm Sunday to Easter Day without walking the great three days with 
Jesus.  It just wouldn’t make any sense. Jesus walks with us every day of our lives, one way 
of responding to this is to walk the journey of Holy Week with Him.  Please do take a post 
card detailing our Holy Week services and put them in your dairy now and try to make each on 
a priority.  Loads of work go into these services to make them as special as possible so please 
come and join in as we walk with Jesus through Holy Week 2026.  
 
Sian Morgan Our Children, Young People and Families Minister, Sian recently applied for a 
new more senior job at the Diocese and was successful in getting it and so will be leaving her 
role with us on Sunday 19 April.  Sian has done tremendous job here in the parish building up 
our different worship opportunities and working closely with our church schools.
